The
children are to keep hopping on one
foot until player says "Benito Juarez
says stop". Repeat for additional
activities such as take one baby step
forward, step backwards, turn around,
sit down. Sometimes Benito Juarez will
say "Benito Juarez says" and sometimes
he won't. It's a fun game to play with
young children.

Remember, most games can be
adapted to all ages of children with a
bit of creative thinking. Also, if you
choose to play a game that requires
teams and you have an odd number
of children, one person will need to
go twice. Ask for a volunteer and if
one doesn't surface you might want
